Road Selection  

Driving Surface Aggregate is a mixture  

of crushed stone designed specifically as a 

surface-wearing course for unpaved roads. 

Natural stone headwalls and endwalls are built 

to support the roadway at pipes to prevent 

erosion around pipe installations. 

 

Pennsylvania’s Dirt & Gravel Road Maintenance Program provides dedicated and  

ear-marked funding to eliminate stream pollution caused by dust and sediment from unpaved 

roads.  

 

The Clarion County Conservation District (CCCD) works with members of the Quality 

Assurance Board to rank, review and select projects for funding in Clarion County. Sediment 

from roads, farms, construction sites, logging, and a host of other sources is the largest single 

contributor of pollution of the state's waters.  In 2012, CCCD brought $52,546 to the 

county for dirt and gravel road improvements.
